9.00 - 9.30 – PE with Joe Wicks / Andy's Wild Workout (Cbeebies I-player) / BBC Super movers / cosmic kids yoga / Oti Mabuse dance classes.
9.30 – 10.20– Literacy activity – Listen to the story, ‘Commotion in the Ocean’, on YouTube.

Discuss the story, what was your favourite part of the story? Can you remember any of the animals that you met? Using the sheet provided (Commotion-In-The-Ocean-Story-Sequencing) cut out the flash cards and order the characters in the order you met them in the story. You can re-watch the story and order them at the same time. The children can colour in the flash cards afterwards or beforehand. 
10.20 – 10.30 – Phonics – Choose a phonics activity that we have covered from week 1 – 10, it could be a listening game, rhyming activity, finding objects beginning with any letter sound, practising writing your name or letter formation of - s, a, t, p, i, n. You can use the home learning sheets provided in week 7 and 9 for activities. What is your favourite activity?
10.30 – 11.00 – Break / Snack
11.00 – 11.30 – Numeracy- Can you use your flashcards from earlier and order the animals in size from the biggest to the smallest or smallest to biggest. You can choose a selection of animals or use all the animals from the story.   
Tuesday
9.00 - 9.30 – PE with Joe Wicks / Andy's Wild Workout (Cbeebies I-player) / BBC Super movers / cosmic kids yoga / Oti Mabuse dance classes.
9.30 – 10.20– Literacy activity – What is your favourite under water creature? Draw a picture of it and tell me all about the creature and why you like it? You could film a video telling me or get an adult to write information on your picture. 
10.20 – 10.30 – Phonics – Choose a phonics activity that we have covered from week 1 – 10, it could be a listening game, rhyming activity, finding objects beginning with any letter sound, practising writing your name or letter formation of - s, a, t, p, i, n. You can use the home learning sheets provided in week 7 and 9 for activities. What is your favourite activity?
10.30 – 11.00 – Break / Snack
11.00 – 11.30 – Numeracy- It the story there are many under sea creatures that we meet. Using the sheet provided (under-the-sea-find-colour-count) the children have to find the different creatures colour them in and count how many there are and record the number in the box. Pupils can practise their counting, recognising numbers and their number formations. 
Wednesday

9.30 – 10.20– Literacy / The world around us activity – In the story we meet some penguins and a polar bear snuggling her children as it is so cold there. Place some ice cubes in a tray of water, imagine these are icebergs. What happens to them? Do they float or sink? Over time what happens to them when the sun comes out? Tell me about all about it, what did you find out? You could split your page in half, draw a picture of the ice in the water at the start and on the other half draw what has happened, like a before and after picture. 
10.20 – 10.30 – Phonics – Choose a phonics activity that we have covered from week 1 – 10, it could be a listening game, rhyming activity, finding objects beginning with any letter sound, practising writing your name or letter formation of - s, a, t, p, i, n. You can use the home learning sheets provided in week 7 and 9 for activities. What is your favourite activity?
11.00 – 11.30 – Numeracy- Counting under water theme game on Topmarks website. The children can count up to 5 or to 10. The children will probably be able to play this game independently now combining counting and number recognition together.  It is a fun way to keep practising these skills.

On land a young boy seeks support to clear the sea in his area. Fishermen come to his aid and many boats start to help clear the plastic from the sea. Can you make a poster to help clear the seas like the little boy held in the video?
