Week 7 – A Squash and a Squeeze!
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Monday
9.00 - 9.30 – PE with Joe Wicks or Andy's Wild Workout (Cbeebies I-player).
9.30 – 10.20– Literacy activity – Read the story of ‘A Squash and a Squeeze’ available on YouTube.

Discuss the story, the order the characters are seen in the book, favourite animal. Moral of the story: Maybe sometimes it’s best to look at what you have and be thankful rather than to be always wanting for something more. What are you grateful for?

10.20 – 10.30 – Phonics – There are lots of rhyming in the story. When each animal arrives they do something to the house can you find the words that rhyme that describes what they are doing. E.g. rug/jug
10.30 – 11.00 – Break / Snack
11.00 – 11.30 – Numeracy- Below there are picture of all the animals in the house. Look closely at the pictures and count the number of legs, eyes, tails each animal has and then count them altogether.
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Tuesday
9.00 - 9.30 – PE with Joe Wicks or Andy's Wild Workout (Cbeebies I-player).
9.30 – 10.20– Literacy activity – Complete a book review using pictures on the template available. 
10.20 – 10.30 – Phonics –Choose an activity from the phonics sheets provided (Revising on activities we have done since September). 
10.30 – 11.00 – Break / Snack
11.00 – 11.30 – Numeracy- In the story the old lady kept adding one more each time into her house. Get an adult or older child to say a number between 0-10 or even 0-20 what would be the next number when you add another 1? You can take it in turns to answer up to 10 questions. We have lots of addition activities, can you complete a farm themed addition activity independently? You can colour in the animals once you are done. There is also an I Spy activity up to 10 or up to 20 to complete.
Wednesday
9.00 - 9.30 – PE with Joe Wicks or Andy's Wild Workout (Cbeebies I-player).
9.30 – 10.20– Literacy activity – Make an extra page to the story where the old lady adds another animal to her house. What other farm animals can you think of? What will they do once they enter her house?
10.20 – 10.30 – Phonics – Choose an activity from the phonics sheets provided (Revising on activities we have done since September).
11.00 – 11.30 – Numeracy- In the story the old ladies house was being filled up with all the farm animals. Find 3 different sized boxes to represent houses, using cubes, small toy teddies how many can you fill into each house? Which box held the most? Can you order them from the one which holds the most to the one that holds the least? 
Thursday
9.00 - 9.30 – PE with Joe Wicks or Andy's Wild Workout (Cbeebies I-player).
9.30 – 10.20 - Literacy activity – Can you make puppets of all the characters from the story? You could draw them yourself or you can use the templates to print off or mix and match them. Can you retell the story? You could create your own farmed themed story to tell others.
10.20 – 10.30 – Phonics – Choose an activity from the phonics sheets provided (Revising on activities we have done since September).
10.30 – 11.00 – Break / Snack
 11.00 – 11.30 – Numeracy- Using your puppets that you created of the animals and characters in the story, can your put them into groups? You could group everyone with 2 legs together and everyone with 4 legs, with horns/without horns etc. How many ways can you group them?
Friday
9.00 - 9.30 – PE with Joe Wicks or Andy's Wild Workout (Cbeebies I-player).
9.30 – 10.20 –Literacy activity – Farms produce foods for us to eat such as milk, eggs and cereals. Can you find out about what else farms make and where are foods come from? Can you design a new milk bottle design? Have a look online or in your fridge at other milk bottles what do they have on them? Perhaps a cow? Glass of milk? A child drinking milk? What colour are the pictures? Can you include the word Milk on it? 
(Next week I will send you some pictures of the farm that I live on for you to see the cows and where they go to be milked as lots of you wanted to see, if I can find a clean tractor I will send a picture too).
10.20 – 10.30 – Phonics – Choose an activity from the phonics sheets provided (Revising on activities we have done since September). 

10.30 – 11.00 – Break / Snack
11.00 – 11.30 – Numeracy- There is a page in the start of the book of the animals in rows that make patterns like the picture below. Can you use create or draw your own patterns, you can do an animal themed pattern or a theme you are really interested in. You could do potato print patterns using paints, it’s up to you how you create them!
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Other Possible Activities 

In the story the cow jigs on the table can you create a dance? Preform this to your family.

Every dance needs music you could explore different sounds around your house and create your own music.

Make an animal painting or collage. 

Create playdough animals.

Create a farm to play with.

Make a house for the old lady to live in.

Play with farm animals that you may have at home or other farmed themed jigsaws, games etc. 
Farmed themed colouring pictures such as farm animals or tractors.
