 Nursery Home Learning  
Week 9 – Bridget Fidget Hold On Tight!
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Monday
9.00 - 9.30 – PE with Joe Wicks / Andy's Wild Workout (Cbeebies I-player) / BBC Super movers / cosmic kids yoga / Oti Mabuse dance classes.
9.30 – 10.20– Literacy activity – Listen to the story, link will be posted onto the class dojo of myself reading the story to the children. 
Discuss the story, what was your favourite part of the story? You could draw a picture of your favourite part or record a video of you explaining what your favourite part was and why?
10.20 – 10.30 – Phonics – Choose an activity from the phonics sheets provided or you could choose an activity from week 7 phonics sheets that you enjoyed. (Revising on activities we have done since September).
10.30 – 11.00 – Break / Snack
11.00 – 11.30 – Numeracy- In the story Bridget Fidget gets a golden coin from the tooth fairy. Using your own selection of coined money or using the coins on the coins and piggy bank sheet investigate money. Can you group them into groups perhaps small / big or silver / bronze? Can you find a 1p coin from a small selection of coins? You can start with 1p, 2p and 5p and introduce more coins once the children are more confident. Get an adult to find a coin, can you find another matching coin? (We have looked at 1p, 2p, 5p and 10p in school, grouping them and then using the 1p to play shop in our ice cream shop).  
Tuesday
9.00 - 9.30 – PE with Joe Wicks / Andy's Wild Workout (Cbeebies I-player) / BBC Super movers / cosmic kids yoga / Oti Mabuse dance classes.
9.30 – 10.20– Literacy activity – Bridget Fidget takes her golden coin to ‘Dingle Bang’s Universe of Toys’. If you had money from the tooth fairy when you’re a little older or pocket money for helping Mum or Dad around the house, what would you buy? When we going shopping sometimes we write a shopping list of things we will need. Can you write a shopping list or wish list of what you would buy with a golden coin? You could draw pictures and colour them in. You could even have a go at writing the first sounds of each item or copying the words after an adult has wrote them down first.
10.20 – 10.30 – Phonics – Choose an activity from the phonics sheets provided or you could choose an activity from week 7 phonics sheets that you enjoyed. (Revising on activities we have done since September).
10.30 – 11.00 – Break / Snack
11.00 – 11.30 – Numeracy- Complete coins and piggy sheet, place a number of 1p into a piggy bank and count how many are in the piggy bank. You can practise writing your numbers. (Don’t worry about including ‘p’)
Wednesday
9.00 - 9.30 – PE with Joe Wicks / Andy's Wild Workout (Cbeebies I-player) / BBC Super movers / cosmic kids yoga / Oti Mabuse dance classes.
9.30 – 10.20– Literacy activity – In the story Bridget is looking at all of the different cat teddies, ballet cat, police cat, etc. Can you design your own cat? You could think about things you like to play or what you want to be when you grow up and create your own special and only one too. Colour in your picture and don’t forget to tell me his/her name. 
10.20 – 10.30 – Phonics – Choose an activity from the phonics sheets provided or you could choose an activity from week 7 phonics sheets that you enjoyed. (Revising on activities we have done since September).
11.00 – 11.30 – Numeracy- Create a toy shop using your own toys and use money either real or using the 1p’s from the sheet provided to pay for the items and play shops. You can make price labels to place on your toys to show how much they are, up to the value of 10p. You could play shop just using 1p’s and count them out to pay for your shopping. 
Thursday
9.00 - 9.30 – PE with Joe Wicks / Andy's Wild Workout (Cbeebies I-player) / BBC Super movers / cosmic kids yoga / Oti Mabuse dance classes.
9.30 – 10.20 - Literacy activity – In the story Bridget runs off from her mum in all the excitement in the shop and ends up getting lost. It is important that when we are out and about shopping not to wonder off on our own. Discuss what you would do if you got lost in a shop like Bridget? Who could you go to for help? What would you do? Poor Captain Cat gets lost in the shop. Sometimes people make posters to help try and find things that are lost. A poster needs to be colourful, to catch everyone’s eye. Can you make your own lost cat poster? Don’t forget to draw a picture of him and include his name and the word lost. You could include a description of him (Adult can write it down) what was he wearing?
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10.20 – 10.30 – Phonics – Choose an activity from the phonics sheets provided or you could choose an activity from week 7 phonics sheets that you enjoyed. (Revising on activities we have done since September).
10.30 – 11.00 – Break / Snack
 11.00 – 11.30 – Numeracy- Caterpillar coins! Using your 1ps create some caterpillars how much is each caterpillar? Start by making a small caterpillar then see how big can you make it? How many did you use? How much has each caterpillar cost?
Friday
9.00 - 9.30 – PE with Joe Wicks / Andy's Wild Workout (Cbeebies I-player) / BBC Super movers / cosmic kids yoga / Oti Mabuse dance classes.
9.30 – 10.20 –Literacy activity – In the story everyone was happy in the end because Bridget Fidget used her golden coin to buy her friends their own captain cats which was a very kind thing to do. Think of something you can do to be kind to someone in your family, perhaps you could share your favourite toy with your brother or sister, make a card or picture to send to a family member to make them happy (Send me a picture of it before you send it first). 
10.20 – 10.30 – Phonics – Choose an activity from the phonics sheets provided or you could choose an activity from week 7 phonics sheets that you enjoyed. (Revising on activities we have done since September).
10.30 – 11.00 – Break / Snack
11.00 – 11.30 – Numeracy- It is important to use money in role play. Continue to play in your shop you could have some new toys and prices, or even a sale and reduce prices (Think of a lower / smaller number) or create a new shop like a supermarket you can charge mum to buy her shopping items needed for dinner. 
Other Possible Activities 
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Create coin rubbings using crayons. 
Using playdough create your own money by pushing coins into the dough to create prints.

At the end of the book captain cat and Bridget Fidget are playing in the bath with a boat. The boat is floating on top of the water. Can you find objects that float and objects that sink? This activity can be done outdoors if the weather is nice.

Build a shop from Lego.

Make your own shiny golden coin.
Create a tooth fairy picture or collage.

Make a fairy door to put outside in your garden. 

Listen to other Bridget Fidget stories online.
