*Make sure your ending links back to the beginning of your story.
Different types of ending:

· A cliffhanger – where you leave the reader not knowing what will happen next
· A twist – in the final part of the story, everything changes unexpectedly

· A sad, unhappy ending

· Introduce a mystery 

Try to use lots of description in your writing.
